Ms. Haw was seen regarding a stroke history and has diabetes and hypertension.

HISTORY: She denies specific symptoms such as pain or breathing problems and her left hemiplegia is severe and much the same. She gets anxious from time to time, but was calm when seen today eating her pudding. She has vascular dementia and has had behaviors, but was not too bad at the moment. She has had TIAs in the past.

She has history of systolic heart failure also, but this is stable without any dyspnea and there are no other cardiac symptoms such as chest pain or palpitations.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill appearing and is adequately nourished. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Cardiovascular: Normal hearts sounds. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. Neurologic: Severe left hemiplegia.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Haw has stoke with left hemiplegia and this is baseline, but with severe deficits. I will continue aspirin 81 mg daily plus Plavix 75 mg daily.

2. She has hypertension, which is controlled. I will continue lisinopril 40 mg daily.

3. She has diabetes mellitus type II, which is diet controlled. I will continue the current overall plan.
