PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pharyngitis, most likely strep.

2. Even though strep is negative, I am going to treat her with Amoxil 500 mg b.i.d. x7 days.

3. Flu A negative. Flu B negative.

4. If she develops fever, chills, or any other symptoms of the flu, they will call me right away, but at this time I do not believe the patient needs to be treated with Tamiflu.

5. Discussed with mother at length to have plenty of Motrin and Tylenol at home and the child definitely appears to be nonseptic.
