CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for smoking and hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is cutting down his cigarette smoking and he is on quarter pack of cigarettes per day. The patient does not have any more coughing and has no fever or chills. The patient has hypertension and his blood pressure reading at home usually systolic between 150-160 with normal heart rate and normal diastolic pressure.
