SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he did not take medication for past few months for hypercholesterolemia and the patient was on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day. The patient is advised to start medication now and reduce the fat intake.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
