CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of some right knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right knee pain started four days ago and he woke up in the morning with pain in the knee joint and the pain level was 5 or 6 and prior to that the patient walked up and down the stairs carrying the boxes and he took Tylenol with some relief, but now the pain is persistent and it is worse upon exertion. The patient never fell down.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Right knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint especially the medial compartment without any joint effusion and passive range of movement is painful at full flexion. The patient is able to ambulate with slow gait.
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
