The patient is seen with complaints of bad cough for three days and congestion for about a week with sore throat before, mostly cough now per mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of pneumonia as an infant with nebulizer at home, but not using it, without medication.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing done, all of which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection with early secondary bronchitis.
PLAN: Given prescription for Zithromax over-the-counter DM. Follow up with PCP and here as necessary.
