The patient had a surgically implanted bioprosthetic mitral valve in 2008. About four years ago, he had a transcutaneous mitral valve replacement with Valve-in-Valve bioprosthetic valve.
Final Interpretation:
1. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 65%.
2. Transcutaneous mitral valve is functioning adequately. The TMVR was introduced in approximately four years ago.

3. Moderate degree of left atrial enlargement.
4. Mild right ventricular dilatation.
5. Mild right atrial enlargement.
6. Mild to moderate tricuspid regurgitation.

7. Right ventricular systolic pressure 40 mmHg.
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
