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Echo Report
Final Interpretation:
1. Atrial septal defect with approximate size 1.2 sq. cm. Left to right shunt. No right to left shunt is seen.
2. Small ventricular septal defect in the membranous part of the septum, but this defect is covered by septal leaflet of the tricuspid valve membranous only very small ventricular septal defect is noted because very minute left to right shunt.
3. Mild supravalvular pulmonary artery stenosis with diameter about 1.5 cm at this level.
4. Distal pulmonary artery shows post stenotic dilatation with a diameter 3 cm.
5. Moderate degree of right ventricular dilatation.
6. Moderate degree of right atrial enlargement.

7. Mild prolapse of the both tricuspid valve leaflets.

8. Moderate tricuspid regurgitation with two jets and one jet is eccentric.

9. Right ventricular systolic pressure 32 mmHg.

10. Interventricular septum is flat in systole, which suggest mild to moderate increase in right ventricular pressure.
11. In the presence of supravalvular pulmonary artery stenosis the pulmonary artery pressure cannot be estimated.
12. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 65%.

13. Normal left ventricular diastolic function.

14. Trivial mitral regurgitation.
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
