She is using a cane for ambulation. She states Toviaz is not working. It has been a while since she had the blood tests too. She states with her not working it is difficult for her to pay for the deductibles and see the specialists. The patient is ordered a CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, A1c and random microalbumin in urine. I have discontinued Toviaz and started on oxybutynin 5 mg at bedtime and we will see the response. I will see the patient in the office in a month after she has the blood work.

Medications: The patient’s home medication list includes:

1. Oxybutynin 5 mg at bedtime.

2. Alendronate 70 mg once a week.

3. Metformin 500 mg a day.

4. Eliquis 5 mg twice a day.

5. Metoprolol ER succinate 25 mg a day.

6. Lisinopril 20 mg a day.
