This 17-year-old male who does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergy. He is seen for cough, fever, congestion and aches and pains.

SYMPTOMS: He has significant bodyache and headache, sore throat, cough, congestion and fever with chills for last two days.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an athlete. He plays ice hockey and so during practice and games he is exposed to so many different players from different teams who could be from different part of the country and he gets frequent infections. Last week, he appears to have been exposed to few people from New Mexico, Philadelphia and different part of Texas for three to four days and now he comes up with severe sore throat, cough, congestion, and fever. He also had chills and severe bodyaches.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of injury to his clavicle, which broke. It was allowed to heal on itself. He also had ankle sprain in past.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 17-year-old.

Vital Signs: Weighing 185 pounds. He is 5’11” tall, blood pressure 110/60 and pulse 110.

HEENT: Eyes: Showed redness and fever. Temperature was 101.6. He is normocephalic. His throat was congested. Eyes were red. Face was flushed.
Neck: Small lymph nodes felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Occasional wheezing.

Heart: Regular. Showed tachycardia.
Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Most likely upper respiratory infection and acute bronchitis. Rule out pneumonia.

2. Fever, aches and congestion secondary to infection.

3. Dehydration.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Rocephin 1 g IV and since, he appears dehydrated, we will go ahead and give 2 to 3 L of fluids. He is not able to drink much.
