History: Mr. Tippett was admitted to the hospital on last Wednesday, on 02/08/2023 and discharged on Saturday, 02/11/2023. The patient was found to have triple-vessel disease and he had triple-vessel bypass done. The patient tolerated the surgery well. He does not have any staples on his chest. He does have some kind of liquid Band-Aid that they used to close the wounds and there is no wound infection or anything. He states he could not tolerate the furosemide on discharge. So, he is not on any furosemide. Also, his blood pressure medicine was decreased from lisinopril 20 mg to lisinopril 10 mg a day and also the patient is started on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day. He is supposed to continue his Zetia, his Livalo, and his metoprolol. The patient is a nonsmoker. Overall, he has no chest pain. No shortness of breath. The patient is already driving. The patient is going to start cardiac rehab tomorrow. We are going to see the patient in the office for followup in end of March or beginning of April. The hospital records were reviewed. The patient basically had triple-vessel bypass with uneventful course. He is to continue all the home medicines except lisinopril is decreased to 10 mg and he is no longer on furosemide or potassium.
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
