MEDICATIONS: Amlodipine 10 mg at nighttime. 
ALLERGIES: DILAUDID.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She is not married. She has two children, 5 and 7. She works as an accountant.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She feels like she was hit by a truck, pain all over. No shortness of breath. Fever of 102 is now much better. No nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or chest pain. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Stable per the patient except for blood pressure is elevated. Temperature has come down from 102 to 100.

The patient does meet the criteria for Paxlovid. This was called to the Walgreen 281-810-5204. She will get a prescription ASAP. Take Tylenol/Motrin for fever and rest. Call me tomorrow. Go to the emergency room if she has chest pain or shortness of breath. If not better, we will need a chest x-ray.
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
