CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, both lower rib pain, fatigue, and followup for hypercholesterolemia.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she came from India a week ago and since then the patient has dry cough without any sputum production and low-grade fever. The patient used over‑the‑counter medication without much relief.
The patient complained of both lower rib pain most slightly from coughing, but there are no skin changes or vesicular rashes and the pain level is 4 or 5 and it is worse upon coughing or bending down and the patient never had such pain in the past.
The patient also feels fatigue since she came from India. Her appetite is poor. The patient does not have any nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or constipation.
The patient came today as a followup for hypercholesterolemia and she is scheduled for fasting blood test.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear discharge, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, numbness or tingling, severe low back pain, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she worked as a packing in a computer factory. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant ear abnormality. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the lower ribs bilaterally. There are no skin lesions. There is a history of shingles.

Spine examination is unremarkable.
