History: Ms. Chahal is a 74-year-old Asian female with multiple medical problems. She has history of atrial fibrillation and was cardioverted successfully. The patient is still on flecainide and Eliquis. The patient has history of recurrent UTIs and has seen Dr. Ravanbakhsh who did not suggest any further workup, but advised her not to take too many antibiotics. The UA done a couple of days ago or yesterday shows 3+ bacteria and white cells and nitrite being positive. The culture report is not back, but we decided to give the patient another round of nitrofurantoin, which is Macrobid twice a day for five days and one a day for another month. I told her cultures of the urine that was ordered by Dr. Ragupathi have not been back yet, but I may get it by tomorrow or Monday and we will change the antibiotic appropriately. The patient states she has no back pain, no fever, but she has some stinging when she has to urinate. Advised her not to drink Coke. Wiping precautions explained. The patient’s med list reconciled. The patient was admitted with dizziness in December 2022 and Dr. Lechin determined that the patient needed to be on losartan plain and not with HCTZ, so the patient is continuing the 100 mg losartan plain once a day and not using HCTZ in addition. So, proper med list reconciled. The patient’s A1c is doing good. We will see her in the office in about four to six weeks.
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
