They did some studies and advised that he does not have cancer, they treated him and he states his PSA is back to normal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
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ABDOMEN: Normal bowel sounds. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

Testosterone 200/mL take one 1 mL IM weekly, he was advised to wait to start his medication until I get the result of his testosterone. He states he understands and will comply. He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
