HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old young man. Mother brings him in to having these mother calls them bumps on the torso and between the webbing of both hands, on the fingers, more so on the left hand than the right. He also has them down by the groin area as well. She is wanting evaluation.

No other issues. No fevers, cough, congestion, or shortness of breath. No change in voiding or bowel movements. No change in activity level. This patient describes these areas, these bumps, these spots as being very itchy.

Of special note to me initially it is quite obvious that this is a case of scabies.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He does have a seizure disorder. He is under doctors’ care for that.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, and well developed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure not obtained. Pulse 60. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 68 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy. No thyromegaly. 
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Examination of the left hand and right hand does show profuse lesions that are oriented toward scabies representation more so on the left hand and between the webbing of the fingers. She does have several on the right hand as well and on the wrist area bilaterally. The patient also has similar type lesions across his underarms and on his abdomen and down by the genital area.
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LABORATORY DATA: They are not ordered today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. My findings are consistent with a diagnosis of scabies.

2. Scabies rash. The patient will receive permethrin cream 5% to be applied to the entire body x1 and then rinse after 10 hours. I will also give him a refill of that medication as well.

3. Advised the mother on how to treat this that this will take care of the scabies rash on our patient. However, she needs to get rid of the house of the environment conducive to scabies proliferation. Mother understands. She will return to clinic or call if needed.
