PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient appears to be in no acute distress.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Opioid use disorder.

2. Medication refill.

The patient’s medication was refilled as follows. Suboxone 2/0.5 mg SL film, she will take one-half film daily for 30 days, #15, no refills.
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
