HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in related to having red itchy eyes and also pulling on the ears. No other issues. No high fevers. There is no verbalization of cough. There is no nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Play and activity level have been maintained, taking foods and fluids as usual and no change in bowel or bladder.

Mother does say that there has been discharge from bilateral eyes every morning and they seem to be getting worse.

Symptoms are better with rest. As far as the ears are concerned, the more that he plays the more he pulls on his ears.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is not in any distress. He is awake. He seems alert. He has good eye contact.
HEENT: Eyes: The conjunctivitis or pinkeye that I see is obvious. Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema and bulging. Oropharyngeal area: Erythema noted although mild.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days 100 mL.
2. Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will receive tobramycin ophthalmic 0.3% one drop to each eye q.4h. for two days #1 bottle.

3. I have advised the mother to promote good hand hygiene. If possible, keep him from itching the eyes and let make sure he gets plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, obtain these medicines today and start giving them right away and return to clinic or call if there are any issues.
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
