History: This is a lengthy visit. Ms. Kellar is an 83-year-old. Ms. Kellar was seen by me in the office almost in October 2022, when she was having some bleeding through the colon and was found to have colon cancer. The biopsy showed moderately differentiated invasive adenocarcinoma of the ascending colon. There was also 1.5 cm liver abnormality on CAT scan and PET scan concerning for metastasis, KRAS mutation, multifactorial anemia also from CKD, iron-deficiency anemia, recent anticoagulation after cardioversion for a flutter, shortness of breath and fatigue, and history of peptic ulcer disease. The patient stated today that they were thinking of doing liver biopsy, but it was close to the aorta and they decided not to do the liver biopsy. She is getting chemotherapy after they put a port in. The biopsy was done on 10/25/2022. The patient has had some tubular adenoma polyps in the past. The patient has not had surgery done because they want to reduce the size of the tumor. The patient is accompanied by her daughter today. The patient is getting chemo and they decided to reduce her flecainide to just once a day. She states she is in lot of pain and would rather have tramadol. This lady is 83 years old and we need to make her as comfortable as possible. There is no question of any overuse of drugs. Last month, she got 30 tablets of tramadol from Dr. Fleener. She wanted a better supply. Texas PMP checked. Dr. Schwartz’s consult reviewed at length and Dr. Fleener’s consult also reviewed at length. We will get her last visit because I just reviewed the consults.

Past Medical History: The patient has had history of:
1. Labyrinthitis.

2. High cholesterol.

3. TMJ.

4. Hypertension.

5. Glaucoma.

6. Pulmonary embolism.

7. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

8. Diabetes mellitus.

Operations: She has had surgery for:

1. Carpal tunnel syndrome.

2. Cholecystectomy.

3. Gastric bypass.

4. Cardioversion.

Medications: The visit of Dr. Schwartz of January 2023 reveals the patient on:

1. Tylenol.

The patient is referred to Dr. Horton for prolonged QT interval. The patient had a port put in on 01/06/2023 by Dr. Alford. The patient wanted a permanent handicap sticker, which I decided to give her because she has weakness. She has fatigue. She has chronic back pain and she is getting chemotherapy. She is going to bring the papers for disability. I have already written a prescription for permanent handicap disability sticker. I will sign her papers.

Physical Examination:

General: Chronically ill-appearing white female who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress, but appears both acutely and chronically ill.

Vitals Signs: As in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit.
Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Essentially intact.

The Patient’s Diagnoses:

1. Metastatic ascending colon cancer.

2. Metastasis to the liver.

3. Atrial fibrillation.

Med list reconciled. Texas PMP checked. The patient is to bring me forms for handicap sticker and we will see her in the office in a month. We will try to retrieve last visit of Dr. Fleener.
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
