History: Ms. Lopez is a 45-year-old white female who is having chest pains and the cardiologist was thinking this was all musculoskeletal. However, we pushed her for further studies and was found to have a severe LAD lesion and underwent a single-vessel bypass surgery. The patient has not taken any Plavix following the surgery. The patient has done well. She states she could not complete the rehab, she barely went a few times. She states she could not go in December 2022. Ms. Lopez came in today. She wanted refill of her metoprolol ER succinate 50 mg a day and she states she has not had chest pain. She was very irregular in getting therapy partly because of job and partly they told her it was $180 a day and she started going in January 2023 regularly because her New Year deductible started again. So, she stated she could not afford it. She states she is still managing the stress as a manager at the ABC Company. She was concerned about her weight. She states she is going next Monday to see Dr. Colato for an echocardiogram. I discussed with her about Wegovy. Her A1c was only 5.2. So, we discussed about Wegovy. We discussed about other diet pills. The patient states Dr. Bacak in the past gave her Vyvanse and phentermine, but with the LAD block and recent cardiac surgery, I do not think she is a candidate for any prescription drug pills. She is going to look into and do research for Wegovy and others and stop by at our office next Monday to see what she decided. The patient’s med list reconciled. I told her to let Dr. Colato know that she is off the Plavix because Dr. Colato’s med list lists Plavix as one of the medications.
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
