The pain is approximately 3-4/5 and increases with touch. States pain is non-radiating is confined to her nasolabial fold region on the left.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Her last menstrual period 02/10/2023, patient states is normal.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Denies chills, myalgia, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies increased temperature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 80% at room air.

Blood pressure 115/68.
Pulse 106.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Face: Nasolabial fold is approximately 0.9 cm papule on erythematous base this surface has yellow crust on it. The patient has some discrete papules distributed on her foreahed, cheeks and chin. There appears to be open and close comedones. Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis. Normal bowel sounds. No organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Impetigo.

2. Acne.

3. Rash.

The patient was sent home with the following medications. Bactroban 2% cream she will apply to the affected area twice a day for seven days. She was advised to come back to clinic if worse or to go to nearest emergency room if we are closed. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
