SUBJECTIVE: The patient is referred to see me by Dr. Mary Bowden for physical evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes the following:

1. Hyperlipidemia.

2. Diverticulitis after six times over his lifetime. He does not require any surgical intervention.

3. History of COVID-19 in January 2023 recovered nicely with treatment.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes tonsillectomy and sebaceous cyst resection from neck area.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and has total of four kids. No smoking. He does drink couple of glasses of wine a day. No drug use. He works in Oil & Gas.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died at age of 88. He had Parkinson’s and colon cancer. Mother died at age of 94. She was healthy. He has two brothers that are healthy and one sister had salivary gland cancer.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reveals no headaches. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No nausea. No vomiting or abdominal pain. No constipation. No melena. Nocturia x1 at night. No straining upon urination. He does have complete bladder emptying. No leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Investigations available to me include the following: Latest lab done on September 2021, calcium 9.2, sodium 142, potassium 5, chloride 104, total CO2 is 28, BUN 13, creatinine 0.9, glucose 86, total cholesterol 159, HDL 66, triglyceride 102, LDL is 70 this is on statin, SGOT and SGPT are normal, and albumin is 4.6.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Hyperlipidemia. The patient is interested to be off statin. We are going to check his lipid panel and update his workup and make further recommendation.

2. Diverticulitis history. The patient is recommended not to get into constipation and to keep well hydrated and high fiber diet.

3. History of COVID-19 on January 2023 recovered nicely. No complication.
