DICTATION STARTS ABRUPTLY.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has fairly good muscle mass and motor strength, weight bears, does not favor her left hip which was recently fractured and underwent ORIF. She also sustained a left wrist fracture and she does use that, but gingerly protecting it. She goes from sit to stand without assist.
NEURO: Makes good eye contact. Speech is clear, can answer questions, asked appropriate questions.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor. No bruising noted.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Toenail trimming, order is written and staff will take care of getting that done within the next week.
2. Lupus is stable with no evidence of flair, had labs during hospitalization, which were reviewed, will get baseline labs for here in three weeks. CBC, CMP and TSH.

3. Insomnia appears stable. She is sleeping, on current medications, no adjustments to be made.
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
