Labs were also drawn and reviewed with him today as per order after I saw the patient’s last month annual labs. CBC all WNL. Renal insufficiency mild; creatinine is 1.40, he was previously 1.51, so improved. Hypoproteinemia; T-protein is 5.5, albumin WNL at 3.7. Encourage Ensure one can q.d., order written.

Elevated bilirubin 2.2, was previously 2.5, unclear etiology.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Acute comminuted fracture left humeral head. He is in a sling and is to stay in one until otherwise per ortho, has an appointment scheduled with Dr. Poirrot on 02/17; facility will provide transport and son who is out-of-state is informed.
2. Pain. We will manage with Tylenol 650 mg p.r.n. If something in addition is needed, nurses will let me know. All this reviewed with the patient knowing that he has memory deficits.
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
