CC: Routine visit.

HPI: An 87-year-old seen in room. She stood as we came into the room, did not need to use the armrest for support getting up. She is well groomed as usual and pleasant and interactive. The patient comes out for meals and activities, occupies herself with reading and television. Denies any pain or need at this time.
DIAGNOSES: MCI stable, HTN, HLD, depression, insomnia and left eye visual loss.

MEDICATIONS: Coreg 25 mg q.a.m. and 5 p.m., Zetia 10 mg q.d., losartan 100 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.a.m., trazodone 50 mg h.s., D3 1000 IU q.d.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant elderly female, cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 131/67. Pulse 66. Temperature 97.6. Respirations 18.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields without cough. Symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is tall and thin. Generalized muscle mass and motor strengths are good. No LEE. Moves all limbs in a normal range of motion.
NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Voices her needs. Orientation x2-3.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Routine care. The patient is stable in all arenas. There is no evidence of progression of her dementia. Review of BPs indicates good control and she denies pain at this time.
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
