CC: Followup on wound care issues.
HPI: An 85-year-old who has an indwelling perineal catheter is wheelchair-bound so he spends his time between wheelchair and lying in bed as a consequence he had increasing redness on the verge of breakdown between his buttocks. Barrier cream b.i.d. and p.r.n. after brief change was ordered and has been in place with benefit to the patient’s skin and healing. The patient was in bed when seen I asked if he had any pain or discomfort anything that he needed and he denied any needs at this time.

DIAGNOSES: Skin care issues gluteal improved, indwelling perineal catheter, wheelchair-bound, CKD III, dysphagia, gout, polyarthritis, and generalized weakness.
ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.
MEDICATIONS: Tums 500 mg q.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., Pepcid 40 mg q.d., FeSO4 t.i.d. AC, Flonase nasal spray q.d., levothyroxine 100 mcg q.d. and PEG Powder q.d.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is lying in bed. He was responsive to questions did not appear distressed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/84, pulse 76, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, oxygen saturation 97% and weight 156 pounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: He has distant heart sounds with regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Flat and nontender. Bowel sounds present.
SKIN: In the gluteal folds and distal sacrum area, there is barrier protecting in-place. Skin does appear intact when removed and post inflammatory pink brown color.

GU: He has a concentrated urine in Foley with some sediment encouraged increase fluid intake.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Skin care issues. Continue with barrier protectant as above and p.r.n.
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
