CC: Increased confusion.
HPI: A 78-year-old seen in the hallway he was pushing in his wheelchair. His friend is here in the facility. He was pleasant. He stopped to talk to me about being busy as usual and then looked at me and he told me that he appreciated that I do rounds here. Then later spoke with him regarding staff having voice that he seems to have some intermittent increased confusion and he stated that he noted someone had said that to him because they said he was wearing the same shirt a couple of days in a row. He then said “I have a lot of shirts that look the same” and he said that “I do not walk around with one that soiled”. I asked him about his routine for getting up in the morning and bedtime and he told me that he looks through his cloths for what he wants to wear in the morning not the night before. He comes out for meals. He spends time with his female friend and then walks around the facility for exercise for him and for fighting boredom for her. So he seemed actually quiet with it when I spoke to him.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with progression, chronic anxiety disorder, which has been stable, chronic seasonal allergies, ASCVD, BPH, HLD, HTN, and OSA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/11 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/75, pulse 74, temperature 98.0, respirations 16, weight 168 pounds a weight loss of 3 pounds.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He has got a moderately paced step non-shuffling. No LEE.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. He presents himself regarding questions about increased confusion and a very clear and concise manner non-defensive and seemed to understand information given by his responses.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Alzheimer’s disease with possible staging. We will just be thorough in checking CMP, CBC, and we will a UA with C&S.
