CC: Transition to hospice.

HPI: A 98-year-old seen in room. I spoke to the hospice nurse prior to seen him. She states that yesterday he had three different parties that went on in his room with different family members. He enjoyed the mall as they all have reportedly enjoyed the time with him. However today, he has been so worn out that he has just stayed in bed. He tried to get up for breakfast and lunch, was just too worn out so it was brought to him and he had a decent appetite. When I saw him, he was alert. He made eye contact. He said a few words, but clearly appeared fatigued. I spoke with the patient’s daughter/POA Susan Haney last week and she was very happy with the care he is currently receiving.
DIAGNOSES: Moderate dementia no BPSD, gait instability requires WC or scooter, ASCVD, PVD and depression.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 325 mg q.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Flonase q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., Norco 5/325 mg one tablet t.i.d., Imdur 30 mg q.d., lisinopril 5 mg q.d., metoprolol 12.5 mg b.i.d., Aleve 220 mg q.d., Prilosec 20 mg q.d., PreserVision b.i.d., and alprazolam 0.25 mg one-half tablet p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: SULFA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is well groomed in pajamas. His bed was neat and cleaned and he participated in interaction.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 170/90, pulse 70, temperature 99.0, respirations 18, and weight 140 pounds.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He can reposition himself in bed. He remains weightbearing. He had gotten himself up earlier using his walker to go to the bathroom independently and No LEE.

NEURO: His orientation is x1 to 2. He makes eye contact, just smiled and small laugh, but really not verbal.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Transition to hospice. The patient appears fatigued. Encouraged to rest today so that he can resume his normal schedule tomorrow. He likes getting up being around other people. He will participate in activities as he can, hearing deficits are primary issue for him. 
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
