Mrs. Hammortree is a 20-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism recently. Her TPO antibodies were elevated at 1193. She reports symptoms of fatigue. She also has a history of anemia with iron deficiency, anxiety and dizziness at times. She is currently Armor Thyroid 50 mg once daily. She reports symptoms of mood swings and she does report irregular menstrual cycle. She reports occasional palpitations when she has lot of caffeine.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism is consistent with Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with a current TPO level of 1193, at this time, my recommendation is to check a current thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level and recommend continuing the current dose of Armor Thyroid 50 mg once daily.

2. I will also order a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her goiter and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. I will also check a TPO antibody level and thyroglobulin antibody level as well to see if this decreased from 1193, which was a TPO antibody level at diagnosis.
