Ms. Preston is a 72-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of hypothyroidism status post total thyroidectomy due to a multinodular goiter in 2014. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and insomnia. She is currently on NP thyroid 90 mg once daily; however, she has been only taking 45 mg once daily. She reports heart palpitations and dry skin as well as fatigue and hair loss. She had thyroid ultrasound about four years ago.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, the patient is currently on NP thyroid 45 mg once daily and her TSH is elevated at 5.47, and free T4 is 0.8. Therefore, I am going to recommend to increase her dose to NP thyroid 60 mg once daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return.

2. I will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. We will also check a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. Notably, the patient had a total thyroidectomy secondary to a multinodular goiter in 2014.
