HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 26-year-old female patient here today with a complaint of cough, seems to be worse at night when she lies down. She has had this before. She does have frequent sinus infections as well. She has a chromosomal disorder. She is handicapped. She does not communicate; mother has to assist with that. She is basically nonverbal, in a wheelchair. She is able to walk, but for purposes of today she had used a wheelchair for some assistance with ambulation, definitely has an altered gait.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left shunts.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. It is difficult for me to ascertain her alertness level. She does look at me, the right eye is blind and left eye, she does grab for my stethoscope as I am trying to examine her, so I know that she has some visual ability as well; however, once again, she does not talk to me; most of her of communication has to do with grunting and groaning.

HEENT: Eyes: Left Eye: Once again, it is difficult to evaluate. The pupil on the left does accommodate to light, normal representation. The one on the right definitely has visual disturbance and blind in the right eye. She has been evaluated by optometry many times. Ears: There is mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area: Mild erythema as well. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART:  Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cough. Phenergan DM 5 mL p.o. four times daily p.r.n., 180 mL.

2. Acute sinusitis. Amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL 7.5 mL b.i.d. for 10 days.

Her current weight is 72 pounds.

Mother will assist in monitoring her symptoms and they will return back to clinic if no improvement has been obtained.
