PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x2- 3, hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.  No gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.
ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES:   No pedal edema.

CNS:  Right-sided weakness is noted.
LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
Hypertension, type II diabetes, stroke with right hemiplegia, and hyperlipidemia.
P:
The patient had acute life threatening event for which he was hospitalized and transferred here for rehabilitation.  Significant amount of time was spent reviewing medical records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  We will continue to monitor him closely.
