SANTOS, CONSUELO
This is a 93-year-old woman requiring recertification for hospice care.

The patient has a history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies. The patient is 93 years old once again and is no longer able to speak, no longer able to communicate. Her oxygen saturations have been dropping down to high 80s. The patient has history of urinary tract infection, at times unarousable, definitely not able to eat any longer, has had change in mentation, rectal bleeding related to hemorrhoids in the past. She is no longer able to walk. She is bedbound. She has a KPS score of 30% which is different from last time. The patient for a while had a slow progression of her disease, but it is evident that her Lewy body dementia is causing her demise. This was also verified by her daughter Sylvia who is the primary caregiver. The patient is ADL dependent and suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss of at least 25 to 30 pounds over the past months. She weighs less than 80 pounds now and no longer able to get out of bed, so bladder and bowel incontinent and bedridden. She is definitely showing progression of her Lewy body dementia and definitely very close to dying. At this time, she remains hospice appropriate with less than six months to live.
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
