TILLMAN, KENNETH
Kenneth is a 76-year-old gentleman with history of congestive heart failure. Since last certification, his condition has progressed and his decline has been somewhat steep. The patient over the past four to six weeks has experienced increased shortness of breath and dyspnea at rest.
He is even short of breath with speaking at this time.

His oxygen saturation drops 10 or 15 points with speaking and any kind of activity. The patient remains at high risk of fall and has a KPS score of 40% which is diminished from 50% requires assistance with everyday care. He is sleeping more often throughout the day, now 16 to 18 hours a day, bowel and bladder incontinent, total ADL dependent. The patient lives with his daughter who states that at times the patient is very demanding and very angry and anxious. The patient has decreased appetite, has lost over 60 pounds in the past year. The patient suffers from pain and is scheduled to see the chaplain because it is obvious that the patient is having a hard time with dying, but nevertheless he is dying, he most likely has less than six months to live at his current condition and continues to decline steadily.
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
