HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-year-old little girl mother brings her in related to cough and some ear pain. She has had these symptoms now for two days. She is not taking any medications for relief of the symptoms. Symptoms are better with rest and worse on activity. She does not have any interruption with her daily activities. She has no change in her eating habit. No change in bowel or bladder habit. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Play level has been interrupted to a minimal extent. At times, mother has noticed this and concerning the cough and the ear pain, she decided to bring her in for evaluation today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, interacts well, but she is very apprehensive about me approaching her, it is very difficult to examine her, she is constantly crying.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is tympanic membrane erythema present. Cerumen is present in each canal bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area: It is difficult to ascertain. There is erythema there, but she is crying. Of special note, her sister did test positive today for strep throat.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute pharyngitis, possible strep; unable to do a strep test today and cough. The patient will be given Histex PD 0.5 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough and then amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days for the acute pharyngitis and otitis media present today.
