CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right hand pain, trigger finger of the right hand, and nasal congestion.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain in the right hand and mostly it is in the knuckles. He has no history of falling down.
The patient has a trigger finger of the right middle finger and is bothering him for past two months and used over-the-counter medications without any relief.

The patient also complained of nasal congestion and it is getting better now. The patient has no fever or chills and there is no cough or sputum production.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEENT: Examination reveals minor nasal congestion.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
Right hand examination reveals minimal tenderness of the joints of the fingers. There is no significant deformity noted. Also right middle finger is a trigger finger and there is tenderness of the flexor tendon.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate.
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
