CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, shortness of breath, puffiness of the face, neck pain, and poor hearing in the right ear along with snoring.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife and he was discharged from the hospital last week. He was admitted to the hospital with acute congestive heart failure and pneumonia. The patient is still on antibiotic and feeling better. He has no more cough, but mild shortness of breath upon going up and down the stairs; however, the condition is much better now. The patient is also seen by nephrologist and he has a followup appointment.
The patient has puffiness of the face and trace of pedal edema both are improving.

The patient complained of neck pain and it is worse in the daytime and he also tries to bend his neck forward and the neck pain level is 5 and last month it was worse. There is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities.

The patient also has significant sleep apnea and he has been elevated by pulmonologist and he is going to be started on CPAP machine at home.

The patient has decreased hearing in the right ear according to wife and he has cerumen in the past but he denied any ear discharge.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, sore throat, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable. The patient has trace of facial edema, which has been decreasing. The patient has right ear impacted cerumen.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate but slow pace.

The patient has trace of pedal edema and it is better than before.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the cervical spine and range of movement is restricted.
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
