The patient presents with history of questionable lice formed with rash behind arms and legs, sent home from school, and history of mites in the past per mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Lice years ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Pruritic antecubital and popliteal areas and base of neck for the past several days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds. Slight inflammation noted if there is any in the antecubital fossa and popliteal area, very minimal, without erythema or evidence of cellulitis.
IMPRESSION: Nonspecific dermatitis, questionable pediculosis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Elimite and hydrocortisone. Follow up as needed.
