MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress. The patient is extremely playful and hyper along with his other two brothers; they were very busy in the clinic making lots of noise, he appears in no distress, he is very much involved with the playing too.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Pulse 131.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.3.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. No rebound. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: RSV infection (child is doing much better).

Test was done in the clinic today. The test revealed RSV still positive. Grandmother was reassured and advised Tylenol and Motrin over-the-counter if child complains of pain or fever, states she understands, strongly encouraged to increase fluids.
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
