CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of fever and sore throat for the past few nights, up to 100.2 last night and also slightly congested and coughing for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of recurrent strep, with different antibiotics, with last infection two months ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep tests with positive strep test compatible with history of recurrent strep.
The patient was given cefdinir to take at this time for 10 days with advice to follow up with pediatrician for possible ENT evaluation because of recurrent strep, recommended to make an appointment in a couple of weeks and get in to see the pediatrician, so that the patient could be reevaluated post antibiotics to try to confirm he is not having chronic streptococcal tonsillitis versus repeated infections from strep exposures.
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
