CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of cough off and on for the past five days with recent trip to Louisiana to see her family with cold temperature in the house, reporting temperature of 101 to nurse.
She has a primary doctor and cardiologist in Kingwood who she normally sees, comes here for respiratory infections. She takes a cancer pill per oncologist.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, deep vein thrombosis, anxiety, GERD, depression, arthritis, and atrial fibrillation. She had a WATCHMAN procedure done in 2019, with filter for clots.

MEDICATIONS: She is on multiple medications, see chart.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Pulse recording 140 with atrial fibrillation present. SpO2 saturation 94% per chart. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without rales or wheezing. Heart: Irregularly irregular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Pronounced varicosities with evidence of venous insufficiency to lower extremities. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with history of atrial fibrillation and hypertension, see chart.
PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone injection as requested. Also, given prescription for Zithromax and Medrol Dosepak as requested. Advised to follow up as needed and to continue routine followup with regular doctors including primary doctor and cardiologist for routine care.
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
