The patient indicated that he was at work and traumatically amputated the distal metacarpophalangeal region of his right little finger and is scheduled to have surgical repair.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Hydrocodone.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 130/89.
Pulse 81.

Respirations 18.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

EXTREMITIES: Right hand fifth digit, complete amputation of the distal metacarpophalangeal joint region. Stub is in good repair. No evidence of infection. No discharge or bleeding. He has full range of motion of the MIPJ.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Traumatic amputation of right fifth digit metacarpophalangeal joint.
2. Surgical clearance.
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Today, we did the following: CBC, CMP, PT, PTT, INR, and EKG. EKG reveals no acute processes. No ST segment elevation. He has regular rate and rhythm. He is bradycardic at 59; the patient indicated that he is very athletic.

He was educated of the process of his physical exam; once everything is back, we will fax it over to the surgeon. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
