Recent visits with the OB-GYN have all been without any issues. Ultrasound has been okay. She has had no issues with blood pressure or protein in the urine.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 166 pounds. Blood pressure 96/72. O2 sat 97%. Respirations 16. Temperature 99.
HEENT: TMs are very red. Posterior pharynx is very red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
