The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Klein was seen for followup. He described that his video is not working; therefore, an audio call was made. Klein has been in treatment for attention deficit disorder and depression. He is recovering from opioid abuse and has been maintained on Suboxone. The patient was hospitalized last year and after discharge he was following outpatient program. He described he is doing good but because I was on vacation therefore he does not call anyone to get his prescription filled. He denies any depression, sadness, mood swings, and described when he takes the medication he will focus and more productive. He denies any use of other drugs or any alcohol. He was alert, oriented, sounds happy with appropriate affect. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. He described the medication make him more focus, attentive, and productive. He denies any side effect of the medication. The patient was educated about the medication. He describes not to use any other drugs and since he is using only for his productivity I will avoid not to add more medications. He finally agreed with same dose of the medication. There were no involuntary tremors or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness. No symptoms of psychosis.

ASSESSMENT: Persistent depressive disorder, attention defect disorder, and history of substance abuse currently on Suboxone.

PLAN: We will refill the prescription of Wellbutrin XL 300 mg in the morning and Adderall XR 20 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered to Live Well Pharmacy, Hazel Park Detroit. Followup appointment was given in four weeks.
