The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis was pleasant mood and appropriate affect. He was trying to come out the video but his Doxy was not working therefore audio call was made. He described he is doing great having no complaint. No problem with the depression, anxiety, mood swings, or any suicidal or homicidal behavior or any symptoms of psychosis. Medically also he is feeling much better. He described that recently his light was gone for 24 hours but it back and due to the snowstorm he has been mostly stay-at-home. He was alert and oriented x3. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. His speech was clear. Thought process is organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusions. He described the medication is working fine and he has no side effect.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, and chronic back pain.

PLAN: I will give him a prescription for Depakote 500 mg b.i.d., Cymbalta 30 mg daily, trazodone 50 mg daily, and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effect were explained. He was appreciative about his compliance and improvement.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
