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1. LC, 52-year-old man comes in with knee pain. X-ray is consistent with a sprain. The patient is treated and released, very happy with the care.

2. NC, 68-year-old woman comes in with headache and COVID symptoms. Positive COVID. CT of the chest was abnormal for early COVID pneumonia. There is no evidence that the patient received anything, but sometimes that is left out. The patient did not answer the phone. I left a message for the patient to call me back. No blood work was done, just a CT of the chest. Vital signs were stable.

3. CJ, 59-year-old woman comes in with headache, upper back pain, neck pain, blood pressure 210/111, given Toradol and hydralazine. The patient had cardiac workup and CT of the chest which were all negative. Sent home with lisinopril 20/12.5 mg. The patient did not answer the phone regarding repeat blood pressure, but was also told to check her blood pressure on regular basis. CONSIDER CT of the chest in someone with higher blood pressure to rule out minute subarachnoid bleed.
4. DD, is a 45-year-old man comes in with a temperature of 100, infected right finger. No history of diabetes, was placed on some kind of antibiotic ointment on Monday at a different emergency room. Dr. Ali gave him Bactrim. This was patient’s second visit for the same problem, not to our facility necessarily nevertheless consider CBC and consider IM injection and cellulitis with lack of response to PREVIOUS TREATMENT. Consider CBC. Consider IM injection. The patient did not answer the phone, left message.

5. JR, is a 63-year-old woman comes in with headache. Vitals were stable. She has a history of hypertension, diabetes, and anxiety. Treated with Imitrex x2. Good response. Sent home with Motrin. Imitrex did not state this is the worse headache of my life. So, no CT was done I believe. Left message for the patient to call me back.

6. DL, is a 28-year-old woman with sore throat. The patient also had swollen gum where she had cool tooth 24 hours ago. She is already on Amoxil. Dr. Ali gave her prednisone and Decadron injection and was sent home. The patient states she is already doing better and liked Dr. Ali.
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7. SY, 53-year-old woman with a toe injury after kicked the furniture. X-ray showed toe fracture, mild angulation treated accordingly and released. The patient is doing better today and liked Dr. Ali.

8. MO, 43-year-old male with back pain. Treated with Decadron and Toradol in the emergency room. Sent home with Toradol and Robaxin. Vitals were stable. No x-rays were done. Apparently, this is a chronic issue for this gentleman and has had x-rays and workup in the past per Dr. Ali’s note.
9. JH, 9-year-old child with fever, chills, and vomiting. Diagnosed with viral gastroenteritis. Treated with Zofran and Bromfed, doing fine today. Dr. Ali was “very nice” per mother.

10. LK, 53-year-old male comes in with conjunctivitis. Blood pressure elevated. She was treated both the conjunctivitis and the blood pressure. Dr. Ali gave the patient both lisinopril and TobraDex for both issues. The patient was happy with the care. Doing better today. Liked Dr. Ali very much. No history of hypertension. 
11. SM, 3-year-old comes in with abdominal pain, positive strep, treated with Zofran, Bromfed and Amoxil, doing much better today. Per mother, Dr. Ali did a “fine job”.
12. GE, 56-year-old with cough and congestion. Swab test negative. Sent home with cough medicine and Z-PAK. She is doing better and liked Dr. Ali very much.

13. AB, sore throat. Swab test negative. Sent home with Tessalon. The patient is doing better today, was happy with the care, did not feel like she needed any antibiotics or any other treatment.

14. CC, 31-year-old with sore throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral illness. Sent home with Tessalon. Left the message for the patient to call me back.
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
