CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a complaint of right knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right knee pain has been hurting for past two months and for past three days it has been more and her pain level is 7 or 8 on exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient has difficulty climbing up the stairs due to right knee pain and there is no history of falling down.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
Right knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint and has minimal joint effusion and flexion is painful at 30 degrees. Weightbearing is also painful.
