LUNGS: Few crackles auscultated of upper lung fields.
HEART: S1 and S2 audible with regular rate and rhythm. No murmur noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x 4 active. No tenderness. No palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.

NEURO: The patient is alert and oriented x3. No deficit noted. Reflexes equal in all extremities. No deficit noted. 
SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesions. No abrasions. No erythema.
DIAGNOSES:
1. Upper respiratory infection.
2. Acute pharyngitis.
3. Laryngitis.

4. Seasonal allergies.

All diagnosis are currently resolving.

PLAN: The patient to continue with oral antibiotics and other regimen as prescribed. Followup visits as needed.
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
