This is a history and physical examination on Judith Dwyer.

This patient came here to establish PCP. She is 83-year-old female who quit smoking at age 30 prior to that she smoked very infrequently. She also used to drink infrequently, however, she has quit for last several years. She denies any drug allergies. Today, she is here. She does not have any symptoms. She feels fine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes history of hypertension for which she is on benazepril 40 mg daily. She has diabetes. She is on metformin 500 mg twice daily. She also has history of hyperlipidemia for which she is on atorvastatin 10 mg daily and she also is on vitamin D supplement. She also takes memantine 10 mg once daily and colestipol 1 g daily. She also has history of endometrial cancer diagnosed in 1969 and recurrence in 1980 treated with surgery followed by radiation. She has chronic vaginal symptoms and dryness. She also has macular degeneration. She also has retinal detachment. She sees retina specialist and she gets Avastin shots in the eyes. To past medical history, she also has history of rotator cuff tear on the right side and meniscus tear on the left knee, however, with conservative treatment she says she feels okay. She did have some joint injections done for these issues. She also gives history of depression in the past especially during COVID time.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 tall, weighing 154 pounds, and blood pressure 145/75.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
