This is a progress report on Juan Cano.

This patient initially was seen on the referral from Dallas VA for recently diagnosed adenocarcinoma of the lung stage IIIA.

Initially, this patient has screening chest x-ray, which was done because of history of chronic smoking. The x-ray was abnormal. A CT scan was followed, which did show a lesion in the left posterior lower lobe about 1.8 x 1.3 x 1.6 cm and some lymph nodes in the infrahilar and mediastinal area. Subsequently, the patient had bronchoscopy, which revealed adenocarcinoma at level 1 and level 4 lymph nodes. The patient then was sent to me for subsequent chemotherapy since patient lived near Denton and to go to Dallas for treatment was too far for him.

His diagnoses were metastatic adenocarcinoma it was negative for PDL1, EGFR, ALK, or any other mutations. The patient subsequently was seen by me and was started on systemic chemotherapy with carboplatin and Abraxane once weekly 200 mg each and patient was started on radiation by Dr. Morton. In total, he received 6840 rays between December 15 through February 16. The patient tolerated it well.

While on treatment, he did develop some neutropenia, thrombocytopenia, and some anemia. He, however, has done well. Other medical problem and past medical history includes COPD and insulin-dependent type II diabetes. He also has neuropathy secondary to diabetes, history of hypertension, chronic back pain, history of major depression, and history of BPH.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on several medications, which include Cymbalta, gabapentin, losartan, and metformin 850 mg daily. Also, he takes Lasix.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Today, he weighs 164 pounds, height 5 feet 6 inch tall, and blood pressure 140/69.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.
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Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry bilaterally.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Non-small cell lung cancer stage IIIA.

2. Status post radiation therapy now on weekly chemotherapy.

3. Cytopenia from chemotherapy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and premedicate with Aloxi 0.25 mg, dexamethasone 4 mg, Benadryl 25 mg IV then we will go ahead give him carboplatin 200 mg in 250 mL sodium chloride slowly for one hour followed by Nab-paclitaxel 200 mg in 250 mL sodium chloride IV upon completion we will send him home.
